The important thing to remember that since the start of FDIC insurance on January 1st, 1934, no depositor has lost a single cent of insured funds.  Another common myth is that my money is safer under the mattress or hidden some place then it is in a bank.  Fact, consumers should keep their deposits in a bank where they’re insured by the FDIC.

Money that is not in a bank could be stolen, lost or destroyed.  Consumers shouldn’t take their fully insured deposits out of an FDIC insured institution.  Economic conditions may change but the one thing consumers can be sure of, is that their FDIC insured deposits are fully protected, when they keep their deposits at an FDIC insured bank within coverage limits.
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
