The FDIC published in the Federal Register a Notice requesting comment on Proposed
Assessment Rate Adjustment Guidelines for Large and Highly Complex Institutions. The
proposed guidelines would be used to determine how adjustments could be made to the total
scores that are used in calculating the deposit insurance assessment rates of large and highly
complex insured institutions. Total scores are determined according to the final rule on
Assessments and Large Bank Pricing approved by the FDIC Board on February 7, 2011.

The Mid-Size Bank Coalition of America (MBCA) requested a meeting with the FDIC to discuss
the proposed guidelines and to address in detail concerns raised in the comment letter submitted
by the MBCA. The meeting was held via teleconference on June 23, 2011.

The discussion during the call centered around the issues raised by the MBCA in its comment
letter dated May 26, 2011.
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
