Pursuant to Rule 41(a)(1) ol the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure, Plaintift
Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation as Receiver for Tamalpais Bank (“FDIC-R™) and
Defendants Mark Garwood, Allan Bortel, Carolyn Horan, James Williams, Michael Rice, and
Nancy Grauten (“Defendants™) respectfully inform that the matter has settled and the Settlement
Agreement has been consummated.

Fed. R. Civ. P. 41(a}{ 1 )(A) provides that an action may be dismissed by the
plaintiff without order of the court by filing: (i) a notice of dismissal before the opposing party
serves cither an answer or a motion for summary judgment: or (ii) a stipulation of dismissal
signed by all parties who have appeared. Here. all partics to this litigation who have appeared
have signed and consented to the dismissal with prejudice of this action.

The FDIC-R has received the Settlement Payment. Therelore, Plaintift files this
notice of voluntary dismissal with prejudice of the above styled case against Defendants and
Richard E. Smith. Plaintiff and Defendants have agreed that each party is to bear its own fees
and costs.
