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FDIC LLC Asset IDs (shown as FDIC Loan IDs in data files) serve the important purpose of tracking assets throughout the life of the LLC Agreement.  These Asset IDs act as the unique number for each individual asset.  All data files submitted to FDIC directly from Managing Members (MMs) or their representatives must include the correctly assigned FDIC LLC Asset ID.  On occasion, there will be a need to have additional FDIC LLC Asset IDs created in order to comply with this need.  As a result of business events, the composition of assets may change over the life of the LLC Agreement.  Each of these changes may require the assignment of a secondary FDIC LLC Asset ID to the assets resulting from these business events.  The types of business events potentially requiring new FDIC Asset IDs are:

The Managing Member will submit a request for a new asset ID through the Resolution Transaction Submission Portal (RTSP) system as detailed in the Managing Member User Guide (available to Managing Members in the RTSP system).
