Boulevard, Lakewood, Jefferson County, Colorado, and has concluded that the application
should be approved.

Accordingly, it is hereby“ORDERED, for the reasons set forth in the attached Statement, that the
application submitted by Solera National Bank for Federal deposit insurance be and the same
hereby is approved subject to the following conditions:
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That beginning paid-in capital funds of not less than $16,800,000, net of
organizational expenses, be provided,;

That the Tier 1 capital to assets leverage ratio will be maintained at not less than
eight percent throughout the first three years of operation and that an adequate
allowance for loan and lease losses will be provided;

That any changes in proposed management or proposed ownership (10 percent or
more of stock), including new acquisitions of or subscriptions to 10 percent or
more of the stock, shall be approved by the FDIC prior to opening;

That Federal deposit insurance shall not become effective unless and until the
applicant has been established as a national bank, that it has authority to conduct a
depository-institution business, and that its establishment and operation as a
depository institution have been fully approved by the Office of the Comptroller
of the Currency;

That a registered or proposed bank holding company has obtained approval of the
Board of Governors of the Federal Reserve System to acquire voting stock control
of the proposed institution prior to its opening; '

That prior to the effective date of deposit insurance, a final shareholder list be
provided;

That the bank shall operate within the parameters of the business plan submitted
to the FDIC. Furthermore, during the first three years of operations, the bank
shall notify the Regional Director of any proposed significant deviation or



material change from the submitted plan at least 60 days before consummation of
the change;

- (8) That until the bank is established, the FDIC has the right to alter, suspend, or
withdraw its commitment should any interim development be deemed to warrant
such action; and,

©) That if deposit insurance has not become effective within twelve months from the
date of this ORDER, or unless, in the meantime, a request for an extension of time
has been approved by the FDIC, the consent granted shall expire at the end of the
said twelve-month period.
